Well, the bottoms are all you’ll see, but wow, are they interesting. | love this book.This
book is for you if you want to see:1. Astonishing photography. The exposure is wonderful. You can
easily make out detail in the wheel wells, as well as the underside of the fuselage and wings2. A
very detailed look at the underside of 100 commercial aircraft (and maybe 3 front views) revealing
all of the seams, doors, probes, slats, flaps, and landing gear (all the pictures are in the full landing
configuration, shot on final approach)However, this book has absolutely no text, other than the
name of the aircraft on each page. So, if you want to read about the features of the aircraft or get
information about the airline industry, this book won’t do that for you. Also, if you want pictures of
the "livery" of airliners, you won'’t see that here, either, except for the little bit that is on the underside

of the jets.

May the Lord help you!The book, like the title points out, is a series of images illustrating
the art in the body/shape/form of an aircraft. Most pics are beautifully shot silhouettes showing the
underside of many planes, a view that one rarely sees or appreciates when boarding,flying in, or
