Humpty Dumpty introduces the work of Jonas Sickler, a childrenA¢a -4,¢s illustrator
whose paintings, full of detail and personality, have a fresh, whimsical sensibility, a pleasure for both
baby and parents. The book gives a new spin on a traditional nursery rhyme, so parents can really

Humpty Dumpty takes place in China on the Great Wall. The drawings are pretty cool and the colors
are gorgeous. If you want, you can make up a rhyme to tell your baby while you read to him or her,
or you can tell the original Humpty Dumpty rhyme, whatever, the point is to give your child
something to hold in their hand and look at that they can also drool all over and crumble and bang
around and throw on the floor and practice turning the pages. | don’t do much beyond pointing to
something on the page and saying, "That’s a man on a horse!" or something similar. My baby
doesn’t constantly want to hear a 20 page story, he just wants to hear my voice while he joyfully
attempts to rip up the book.l own five books from the series and will cut and paste a similar review
for all five of them on . | started out with two books and immediately bought three more and my 5.5
month old baby has been using and enjoying these books since about 4 months old. 'm a new mom
and a librarian, formerly a Children’s Librarian although now | work with adults. In any case, I'm
aware of the importance of introducing the concept of books early on to get little ones prepared for
reading one day and to teach them that books are enjoyable. For babies, that means getting them
used to feeling a book (sometimes tasting, it can be hard to get them not to do that and it's how they
explore), holding it and encouraging them to look at the pictures. | completely understand the

criticisms that some of the users have for the fact that these books are wordless, thus preventing



the chance to make word associations and the like. But these books are just plain fun and beautiful
to look at and true to their claim, absolutely indestructible, which is all | can ask for in a book for my
infant. My baby regularly chews on this book and the others we own, and | have put it in the
dishwasher a couple times and it's good as new. | have not tried the washing machine yet. These
books are also great for sticking in the diaper bag, as they are thin as a piece of paper practically. In
fact, that's my only complaint- it's too easy to lose these books if you aren’t careful because they are
so slim. | can see myself scooping up a bunch of stuff to throw away and having one of these books
at the bottom of a pile of old papers. Also, presentation-wise, they don’t look like much but | think
any of the books in the series would be a great gift to a new parent because the content is so

unique and | think any baby would have fun with them.

We have a couple of the Indestructibles books already, but the illustrations in this one re absolutely
adorable! If you've looked through a few of these books before, you might notice that some of these
have a cultural theme to them. This Humpty Dumpty one is a China theme and it’s incredibly
breathtaking to read through. le enjoyed having a book that both my daughter and | can enjoy
reading together. And like all of the Indestructibles books, this one is safe to let your little one gnaw

on or take into the bathtub.

The illustrations for Humpty Dumpty are great. | love to add in a hidden story as my son looks at
each page. This is the perfect book for a teether. We love to take this along to restaurants; where
