Ms. King’s novel definitely filled me
on the struggles between England, Scotland, Wales and the mistrust of each with the other. From
the character Eva | learned about the life of a Welsh harpist and the place of music in a warrior’s
household. The descriptions of the daily lives of women in this household were details that brought
home how constricted they were. Strong Margaret had a knack for working around that. She
transformed an ill-kept, ill-run castle into a home for the ambitious King Malcolm. Her days were
informed by her impressive regimen of prayer as she adjusted to married life although she felt suited

to a cloistered life.
